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Gloucestershire Market Towns Forum 

 (herein after known as the Forum ) 
HEALTH & SAFETY POLICY

1. The management of The Forum recognises and accepts the responsibility to provide and maintain safe working conditions and a healthy environment for all staff and all persons who may visit the premises utilised by the Forum.

To achieve the above, it is policy to:

1.1 Provide equipment and systems of work that are safe and free from risks to health.

1.2 Ensure that all members, associates, employees and contractors  have the necessary experience/training and capability to carry out the tasks they will be expected to undertake.

1.3 Provide such information, instruction, training and supervision as may be necessary to ensure the Health and Safety of all staff and visitors to the premises. To ensure that all staff receive the appropriate training relative to their job duties and are fully aware of any hazards which may arise whilst undertaking them and the precautions to be adopted.

1.4 To consider all known Health and Safety factors when procuring equipment, obtaining new services, or when changing procedures or work patterns. To ensure that all necessary safety precautions are taken and that safety instructions have been understood.

2. It is also recognised that members, associates, employees and contractors  have a responsibility for their personal safety and a duty of care to their fellow employees.  The members, associates, employees and contractors responsibilities will therefore include:

2.1 The duty to comply with all safety instructions and directions laid down.

2.2 The duty to use properly the means and facilities provided for Health and Safety.

2.3 The duty to refrain from the wilful misuse of, or interference with, anything provided in the interests of Health, Safety and Welfare and any action that may be construed as dangerous.

RISK ASSESSMENT

Risk Assessments are a legal requirement under the management of Health & Safety work 1992.  A full risk assessment must have been undertaken of any premises that are used

Five steps to Risk Assessment

· Identify the hazard

· Decide who might be harmed & how

· Evaluate the risk

· Record the findings

· Review the risk assessment
