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A hazard is anything that may cause harm, such as chemicals, electricity ,working from ladders, an open drawer or any physical defects etc;

The risk is the chance, high or low, that somebody could be harmed by these and other hazards, together with an indication of how serious the harm could be.

Any vulnerable persons particularly at risk: ( Eg  people with disabilities, elderly people. Young people, people with learning difficulties or disabilities)
